There will be approximately 12-14 artists at any given time who will remain “in residence” for a two or three year period. In addition to affordable studio space, the artists will receive mentoring from three or four accomplished artists per year who may be “in residence” or guests of RedLine on a more intermittent basis.  Interactivity is a core element at RedLine: artists will engage in healthy art criticism and vibrant debate as they grow together as a community of artists within the larger community of Milwaukee.  Artists will have the ability to participate in various educational forums, which will allow them to learn new techniques and to hone their existing skills. Resident Artists will be chosen by a committee and will sign an agreement detailing their residency responsibilities.  An equitable selection process will determine participation in the Artists-in-Residence Program. RedLine is an equal opportunity organization. Discrimination because of race, ethnicity, sex, religion, disability, or sexual orientation is prohibited. Writers and poets are welcome to apply.   

Requirements:  

Applicants must have had three to five years of substantive artistic experience, and be willing to create a community service project for the larger community.  A minimum of two hours of community service per week, as well as rent of $200 monthly, is a requirement of retaining studio space. 

Application Process: 

Artists/Applicants must submit: 
• Current resume, which verifies the following information: name, full address, email, home and cell phone numbers if applicable, and artistic discipline. 

• CD or digital format of your recent work samples (between eight and ten images or ten minutes of video) *Note: CDs will not be returned*. 

• Artist statement (no more than 500 words) describing your work.  

• Artist Introduction Letter – please address the following questions: 
   - Why are you interested in this program?
   - Where do you consider yourself in your career as an artist, emerging or established?    Please explain.
   -What are your career goals? 
   -Will you be employed while working at the studio? If so, how will you balance  employment with a minimum of ten hours in the studio and two hours of community service a week at RedLine? 
   - How did you hear about RedLine? 
   -What was the major influence in your decision to apply to RedLine? 
   -In what way do you envision enhancing the RedLine mission? 
   -How might you benefit from the RedLine experience? 

• Plan For Your Community Service: 
     -Choose an area of interest.
      -Mentoring a teen artist in the teen studio program.
      -Teaching a class or workshop.
      -Working with Milwaukee Public School Students.
      -Propose your own area of Interest.
