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REDLINE MILWAUKEE 2011 SUMMARY







RedLine Milwaukee, a 501(c)(3) charitable organization, is an urban laboratory that seeks to nourish the individual practice of contemporary art and to stimulate the creative potential of the local community to which we are linked. Through residency, education, printshop outreach, and challenging exhibition programs with a focus on social justice, RedLine inspires and impacts new generations of cultural and civic transformers.

Accomplishments:

In our second year, RedLine Milwaukee:

· Welcomed 13 new emerging, mentoring, and visiting artists to its residency program, providing 197 professional development hours per artist and over 6,500 total studio hours.

· Hosted five major exhibitions focusing on socially relevant topics.

· Connected RedLine Artists with more than a dozen partnering organizations and schools for classes and workshops.

· Increased core education programs by 34%.

· Increased general attendance by 18%, serving over 4,000 visitors.

· Increased community access thru Outreach:

Community workshops including screening chocolate on pancakes, papermaking from cultures around the world, lectures; events like Iron Printmaker, Steamroller, and Repurposed Runway.

· Volunteers contributed more than 8,000 hours.

· Awarded grants totaling $38,075 from the Greater Milwaukee Foundation, GMF's Mary L. Nohl Fund, Milwaukee Realtor’s Youth Foundation, Herzfeld Foundation, PPC Foundation,  Garnder Foundation, Nonprofit Management Fund, and Wisconsin Humanites Council.

· Bridges the gap between high art and life in the central city by using art to prompt conversations of race, culture, gender, politics, and the environment.

· Engages students in meaningful art-making that gives them voice and confidence.
